Saving Water for our Future
December 27, 2006, Conroe, Texas – Water conservation is the most cost-effective and environmentally sound way to reduce our demand for water. With the demand rising, water resources can quickly diminish if we do not take measures to conserve and protect it. Texans spend more than one billion dollars each year on expanded water supply and wastewater treatment facilities to meet these demands. 

There are many effective ways to conserve water in and around your home. Fixing leaky faucets and joints can save around 20 gallons per day for every leak stopped. 

Water your lawn only when it needs it. Generally, too much water is applied too quickly in our landscapes.  Frequent irrigation not only wastes water, but it can also leach nutrients away from plant roots. 
Don’t let the water run while washing your car.  Installing a water-saving shutoff nozzle can save you up to 150 gallons each time.

Run only full loads in your dishwasher and washing machine. When using an automatic washing machine, be sure to adjust the water level to match the size of the load.  This will save you 300 to 800 gallons per month in water use. 

Take shorter showers. Reducing your time in the shower by even a minute or two can save up to 700 gallons a month. Additionally, installing a low-flow showerhead will reduce the amount of water currently being used by half.
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Turn off the water while you brush your teeth and save 4 gallons per minute.  In addition, turn off the water while shaving. Fill the bottom of the sink with a few inches of water to rinse your razor. 

Working to protect or water supply is everyone’s responsibility. We need it to grow our food, to provide power, to heat and cool our homes and to keep us clean and alive. There are thousands of ways to conserve water, and they all start with you.
