MEETING MINUTES

A public meeting to discuss the status of the Catahoula Formation Hydrostratigraphic and Model Study by the Lone Star Groundwater Conservation District (LSGCD) was held Wednesday, March 21, 2012, at 1:30 p.m., in the San Jacinto room of the Lone Star Convention Center, located at 9055 Airport Road, Conroe, Texas.
